She discussed this serious matter with her friends in Japan. Rev. K. Ishikawa, the Principal of
Akishima Kindergarten school, kindly agreed to work with WCB. Ms. Monica Tomlin a British
Citizen who was an expert in this discipline agreed to train hear school teachers in Barishal and
Mymensingh. WCB started 4 hear schools in 1993 . Ms. Mari Arai, a Japanese expert also
worked as a Consultant of hear project for long time. Now hear project have one permanent
campus in Barishal which was donated by members of Mina Tomonokai group in Japan and
JICA grass root funding. During Covid 19 pandemic, WCB declared that they are going to
phase out hear project because of lack of funding. They offered BDP to take over the project if
interested.

| Mamun is the Example to the Hearing Impaired

Mamunur Rashid (Polash) is a hearing impaired whose parents admitted him to Mymensingh
Hear School in 1997 for speech education as well as general education. A trained teacher in a
good home and mother's love, completed speech education within 3 years, got admission with the
help of Hear school teacher in a normal school, finished school and college studies as well as
graduated from university in fine art. Here need to mention that there was no special school for the
deaf and dumb children surrounding his area. Suddenly his father was killed by the neighbor but
Mamun and his vounger sister were only 8 & 6 yrs. old accordingly, at that stage with the
condition of Bangladesh their study generally stooped, but the Hear school teachers’ guidance
their education continued. His vounger sister got married but he continued his studies. After
completing his studies, he got married and now he is the father of 2 daughters. Presently working
as Senior Business Relations.

He comes to Mymensingh Hear School
occasionally to advise the hearng-

impaired children's mother, talk to the
hearing-impaired students and says that
disability is no barrier in life. Only desire
can helpto reach the goal oflife.

Mamun is very good at computers; he sometimes helps the teachers of the HEAR
school to solve complicated case of operating the computers. Mamun mentioned
that if Hear School Mymensingh was not established, he would have become a
burden in society as a mute, he thanked the teachers and authorities of Hear 4'|

School. He mentioned that if needs any help of the Hear school he is ready to do. : R e (A
