What does it mean to Yoshitaka Funato, what he learned from his experience
support children?  working with the Children of Chikuho.

“Reflecting on what | have learned through the activities of the
"Chikuho Children's Protection Society," | believe it can be broadly
divided into two points. First is the importance of children's education.
This has become the foundation of my lifelong activities, as social
transformation at this stage does not come from a "great revolution,"
but relies on steady grassroots movements. When | entered Chikuho
and started teaching the children, their parents were very welcoming.
They had been taught that as coal miners, they didn't need education, but they recognized
that their children did. Through this educational activity, tangible changes became visible
and hope began to shine not only for the parents but for the whole village. The second
point pertains to my field of expertise, theology. | learned that "doing theology" means
reading the Bible within the context of society. In fact, | experienced what could be called
my "second conversion" while living in the mining community. This is something that can

be said for any field, and | believe that the recent experience of "service learning" is one
such example.”
