Recycling Workshop at BDP schools: garbage can be resources!

ACEF Youth member Asumi Yamada Shares an update on local activities. We are also postingd updates on ACEF' s official social media,
so be sure to check them out!

“T've wanted to do a project on the garbage issues in Bangladesh for a long time, but
have not been able to do it. However, on the 25th of February, we were finally able to §
conduct a workshop on garbage separation and recycling at the BDP Primary School.
It owes to an encounter with a company called Garbageman Limited. I would like to
tell you about this encounter in the next post. Garbageman runs a business of
recycling plastics and other materials, as well as providing advising and project §
implementation support to communities and organizations on waste handling. We
asked 10 staff members from Garbageman to conduct this workshop at BDP School. A
Lokkondia and Chamudda elementary schools, about 55 and 100 students respectively
participated in the workshop. Children learned about garbage separation and

recycling for an hour, and picked up trash in the school yard and around the school. When the staff asked “Who throws
garbage on the street?” to the children, they innocently answered, “Yes!” This is the reality of the garbage issues in
Bangladesh. Most people in Bangladesh throw garbage on the street without hesitation. “We are going to play Moera
Khera (I (¥=11: garbage game).” The staff called out to the children, and they energetically set out to pick up trash.
Some children dived into the bushes covered with trash. One of the major takeaways from these workshops was that the
BDP staff and teachers who participated were inspired by the Garbageman, an outside visit, to become more positive
about implementing activities related to garbage issues at schools. After this project, we now have a clear idea of what we
need to do next. Without a garbage collection system at schools, the garbage cans that we have installed at the school will
not function adequately. In the future, we need to establish a system for garbage disposal at the school as well as

continue to educate the children (but at the same time, the internship is going to be over soon!).
