From ACEF Team : The Work of a Tax Accountant in International Cooperation

accounting tasks such as reviewing financial documents and preparing materials. In addition, I've been
supporting reforms to improve accounting operations—promoting digitization, efficiency, and skill-
sharing to help internal teams manage tasks independently. These reforms are especially important now,
as many organizations face rising costs and limited resources. Tax accountants are increasingly expected
to help clients build sustainable, self-managed financial systems through step-by-step collaboration.
While I'm still new to ACEF’s international education support, I sense that future support for BDP may
shift from direct financial aid to empowering self-sufficiency through operational improvements. I
believe that, with everyone’s support, ACEF can continue to thrive.
