“This summer, I joined a study tour with high school and university students, where we met and interacted
with the people of Bangladesh and experienced their culture firsthand — from the taste of well water and
curry eaten with our hands, to washing, bathing, and sleeping under mosquito nets. What struck me most
were the smiles, humor, and mutual support that revealed the creativity and kindness of everyday life there.
Through the partnership between ACEF and BDP, I also felt the spirit of partnership and cooperation:
respecting differences, sharing wisdom, and learning together. Sharing meals, facing challenges, and
praying side by side showed me that this is one way international cooperation can be lived out.

I was deeply encouraged by the students’ courage to join despite anxieties, their openness to a different
environment, and their resilience in enjoying the unexpected. I realized that what we can do for young
people is to create and support opportunities for them to take that first step forward. In line with the words,
‘Blessed are the peacemakers’ (Matthew 5:9), I believe their learning in Bangladesh will become a seed of
hope for building peace.”
